Gentleman takes partoer as in waltzing. There are six motions
or times in each bar, making half a revolution, as in the waltz.

LADIES’ STEP.
1. Slide right foot forward.
2. Spring on left foot.
3. Hop once on left foot.
4. Spring from left to right foot.
5 and 6. Hop twice on right toot.
Then same a3 before, only commencing with left foot.

GENTLEMENS’ STEP.
1. Slide lett foot forward.
2. Spring on right foot.
3. Hop once on right foot.
4. Spring from right to left foot.
5and 6. Hop twice on left foot.
Then as before, only commencing with right foot.
